Drama Club—Hillary Bogers (Advisor)

Forensic Team (Speech and Debate)—Debbi Henderson (Advisor)

The Forensic Team provides structure within which students, guided by their teachers, may become proficient in the communication arts. These arts include the ability to analyze human problems; research varied and complex issues; gather and organize relevant materials; formulate an integrated, consistent and persuasive presentation; master and use the skills or oral communication in a responsible and ethical manner. The ultimate outcome should be ever-growing, learning, involved, productive, citizen-statesmen who have the ability to make logical, sensitive, and informed decisions, who can express and defend their ideas, who are willing to test those ideas in a wide variety of public forums, and who can be held accountable for the ethical and social impact of those ideas.

Key Club—Cindy Sullivan (Advisor) Club Website Here
Key Club is the oldest and largest service program for high school students. What makes Key Club so successful is the fact that it is a student-led organization that teaches leadership through serving others. Members of the Kiwanis International family, Key Club members build themselves as they build their schools and communities.  There is not an academic requirement, just a commitment to service.

Requirements:
· At least 50 hours of service.   Fifteen (15) or more of those hours MUST be from events/activities we do as a club, the rest can come from outside events.  All hours are due no later than May 4th without exception.  A properly completed Volunteer Verification Form is required for credit for hours.

· $20 for dues is due NO LATER THAN October 20th.  

· A signed permission form with the requirements must be signed by you and your parents/guardians before you pay your dues.

Legato (Show Choir)—Mary Beth Winter (Advisor)

Marching Band—Timothy Parsons (Advisor)

The Marching Buccaneers is a premier performing ensemble, utilizing diverse styles of music to educate and entertain. The Jack Britt High School band program is comprised of diverse components that perform and compete at the local and state levels. Our program offers students a comprehensive educational experience through music, performance, life lessons and opportunities that extend beyond a traditional classroom. Our students have learned that with hard work, leadership and dedication everything is achievable.

Requirements:

Marching Band is open to all students at Jack Britt High School. Middle school band is required for all students who are wind and percussion players. Color Guard for the marching band is determined through auditions.  Physicals are required and members must maintain all of the same eligibility requirements as athletes (attendance, passing grades, etc.).
Meetings:

Marching Band Rehearsals are every Tuesday and Thursday during the fall. The Marching Band attends all JBHS Football games.
Mu Alpha Theta (Math Honor Society)—Rosemary McLean (Advisor)

Mu Alpha Theta is the National High School and Two-Year College Mathematics Honor Society with over 88,000 student members by June each school year in more than 1,800 schools. We are dedicated to inspiring keen interest in mathematics, developing strong scholarship in the subject, and promoting the enjoyment of mathematics in high school and two-year college students.
Requirements:

Mu Alpha Theta, the Math National Honor Society, welcomes members who are in their 5th semester of high school and have enrolled in Algebra II or higher.  These students must have an overall average of 90 or higher in all of their classes, and maintain a B or higher average in all of their math classes.  Most of all, they are required to tutor other students in math classes in an effort to give back.

National Honor Society—Delarese Townsend (Advisor)

The National Honor Society (NHS) is the nation's premier organization established to recognize outstanding high school students. More than just an honor roll, NHS serves to honor those students who have demonstrated excellence in the areas of Scholarship, Leadership, Service, and Character. These characteristics have been associated with membership in the organization since its beginnings in 1921.
Requirements:

NHS members must maintain an overall average of 93 or higher in high school.  Students are invited to be inducted during their sophomore year.  Dues are calculated by the national office, and students must complete a minimum of 50 documented volunteer service hours each year.

Quiz Bowl—Judith Hawk (Advisor)

Team challenge in which students answer Trivial Pursuit type questions in competition.

Requirements:

All Jack Britt High School students are invited to join.  Students must be able to commit to practicing one hour per week.

RUSH Campus Ministries—Ron McBride (Advisor)

This club is a local chapter of a multi-city Christian organization called Reaching the Unreached Student Harvest.  In addition to weekly on-campus meetings, students have the opportunity to participate in community service projects and other creative activities designed to help teens live out their faith in a practical way.  Weekly meetings are student-led.  

Requirements:

All Jack Britt students are invited to attend meetings and join RUSH.

Meetings:

Weekly meetings are usually held Fridays after school in the Media Center.

SGA (Student Government Association)—Rachel Matthews (Advisor)

The Jack Britt SGA is a member of the North Carolina Association of Student Councils (NCASC) and seeks to promote school spirit and community involvement as well as provide opportunities to enhance student leadership.  SGA is responsible for planning and coordinating many school activities including Homecoming, dodgeball tournaments, and fundraisers to benefit charitable organizations.

Requirements: 

Any student who meets the following criteria may run for office in SGA and participate in the Leadership class:

· Completed application and at least one teacher recommendation
· Minimum 3.0 cumulative GPA

· Discipline record review by administration
Meetings:

All meetings are conducted in room A204, sometimes during the Leadership class period and sometimes before or after school.

Science National Honor Society—Caroline Withers (Advisor)

This is a nationally affiliated organization.  Students are in the 11th and 12th grade and have an interest in science and pursuing a possible science major.  They are invited to join and must have a B+ average in science courses.  About monthly we meet with a speaker who is employed in a position that requires a knowledge of science.  We are exploring the possibility of having a science fair sometime during the fall.  Students from neighboring schools—

our feeder schools—will be invited.  In the past, students have offered tutoring in Earth Science, Biology, Physics and Chemistry.  Students have also volunteered in environmental activities and in the medical field. Officers are elected at the end of the previous year.

Requirements:

Admission is by invitation, based on student’s average in science courses.  Students must perform at least 10 service hours in a science related endeavor each year.

Science Olympiad—Hannah Clayton (Advisor)

North Carolina Science Olympiad (NCSO) is a nonprofit organization with the mission to attract and retain the pool of K-12 students entering science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) degrees and careers in North Carolina. Every year NCSO hosts tournaments on university, community college, and public school campuses across the state. These tournaments are rigorous academic interscholastic competitions that consist of a series of different hands-on, interactive, challenging and inquiry-based events that are well balanced between the various disciplines of biology, earth science, environmental science, chemistry, physics, engineering and technology.  The challenging and self-motivating events of NCSO align with the North Carolina Standard Course of Study as well as the National Science Education Standards. The events are designed to enhance and strengthen both science content and process skills.

Requirements:

Membership is limited to two teams of 18 students. Membership will be based upon club dues paid in full. Students are required to attend a minimum of 10 meetings and construct a study notebook for each event assigned. Students are required to compete in the regional Science Olympiad competition. 

Meetings:

Meetings are held twice monthly from September until February in Science 206. Regional competition is held on a Saturday during the month of February.

Sociedad Honoraria Hispánica (Spanish National Honor Society)—Mercedes Harris (Advisor)
The Sociedad Honoraria Hispánica was formed by the American Association of Teachers of Spanish and Portuguese to recognize the academic achievement of students of Spanish/Portuguese in high schools in the United States.
Requirements:

The student needs to make an A in three levels of Spanish to be nominated for membership and must accept the invitation to be inducted. 
This is a service-oriented honor society and members are required to log in 10 hours of community service.

Meetings:

The society meets once per month (date/time to be determined by current members) in room C208.

Spanish Club—Maria Rivera (Advisor)

The Spanish Club’s goal is to help students gain knowledge and understanding of Spanish countries and culture. The club focuses on the food, dances, customs, and traditions of the Spanish countries. Some of the activities involve guest speakers from different countries, learning how to dance the different dances from each country, and preparing the different foods from these countries.

Requirements:

The only requirements of the club are turning in the application by the cutoff date and paying the $5.00 dues per semester. The due date may vary depending on when school starts and for other priorities. Attending the monthly meetings and participating in any activities and community services that might come up are also requirements of the club.

Meetings:

The meetings are once a month in the school. The days of the meetings will vary based on the different activities the school might have or other priorities. 
TSA (Technology Student Association)—Charles Walters and Laura Bailey (Advisors)

Affiliated with the National Technology Student Association, an organization with more than 150,000 students enrolled, TSA members compete at the school, region, state, and national level in any of nearly forty events covering a wide variety of areas in science, technology, engineering and math (STEM).  These events range from “hands-on” design and engineering tasks to purely academic challenges.

Requirements:

Must be a member of the IST Academy or be invited by an advisor.  Members must maintain Academy standards (grades, behavior, etc.) at all times in all classes and activities.  The privilege of representing the school at competitions must be earned.  Non-competitors are not permitted to attend competitions.

Total Image Club and Gentlemen of Distinction—Janice Daniels (Advisor) and Anita Castle (Co-Advisor)

Total Image Club and Gentlemen of Distinction is a club for young ladies and young men, organized for the sole purpose of creating and/or promoting a more positive attitude and interaction among students at Jack Britt High School and their community.  The objective of the club is one of self-improvement through heightened student morale, camaraderie among peers, self-esteem, dignity, and service to the community.  Through activities designed to exemplify the stated objective, the organization promotes a positive image and provides opportunities for high school students to become role models.  Some of the activities include but are not limited to “Dressing for Success” every other Wednesday, providing Thanksgiving Love Boxes for needy families in the community, Teacher Appreciation gifts, team building exercises (held during monthly meetings),  and various social gatherings i.e. Christmas dinner, skating etc.

Requirements:

Students must complete the application process and receive satisfactory recommendations from at least two teachers. Students must also have a satisfactory discipline record (with no more than one disciplinary infraction) and must be in good academic standings (unweighted GPA of 2.0 or higher).

Tri-M National Honor Society—Julie Robinson and Mary Beth Winter (Advisors) Club Website Here
The purpose of the Tri-M National Honor Society is to inspire music participation, create enthusiasm for scholarship, stimulate a desire to render service, and promote leadership in the music students of secondary schools.

Requirements:

Any student in Band, Chorus, or Orchestra may join.  Students must have a GPA of at least a 2.0 overall and a 3.0 in their music classes.  Students must complete 20 hours of service in music related activities each year they are a member.

Vital Impact (Step Team)—Candace Butler (Advisor)

Vital Impact is a step team that allows students to express their creativity through movement.  The team is often invited to attend various competitions and to perform at events here on campus.

Requirements:

Yearbook Staff—Laura Bailey (Advisor)
Members of the Yearbook Staff are responsible for producing the JBHS yearbook which aims to document the school year in a creative way and will serve as a source of memories for years to come.

Requirements: 

Students must complete an application and interview process during the Spring in order to be accepted to the Yearbook Staff.  Staff members are required to sell advertisements to help pay for production of the yearbook.
Meetings:

The Yearbook Staff meets 1st period during the Fall semester and 3rd period during the Spring semester.  Periodically, staff members will also meet before and after school as needed.
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
